Marsha and Ruth started the presentation with a discussion about the Bradley House which was built in 1914 and is on the National Register of Historical Places.  It was used by the Calcite Managers between 1921 and 1957.  Petersville was established by Ray Peters after he married one of the daughters of the owners of Simms Field.  Ray plotted the parcels that covered 2 streets, one of them is Business 23, but was known as Petersville Rd originally.  The town was situated where the Quarry View is at today.  At its peak, there was 59 houses and around 300-350 people living in Petersville.  Over time as the Calcite quarry expanded, it acquired all the property of Petersville with Marsha’s parent being the final owner to sell their farm to the quarry.  Most of the houses from Petersville were moved and not demolished. Eventually, the quarry will expand all the way to US23.
